The JEE Main
Syllabus for 2024 has many changes from
previous years. Few chapters have been
deleted and added too. The NTA has also
published the JEE Main 2024 syllabus online,
along with a new information booklet containing
all the examination details. Table below
contains important dates for this crucial
examination.

Registration Update: To participate in the Joint
Entrance Exam, candidates must fill the JEE
Main 2024 application form. The registration
portal for JEE Main 2024 is activated by the
authorities by November 1st. You can go the
website:
https://jeemain.ntaonline.in/ to register for JEE
Main 2024. The last date for registration is
November 30, 2023 for Session 1. The
registration of Session 2 starts on 02 February
2024 and ends on 02 March 2024.
Eligibility Update: Only those candidates who
have passed the Class 12/equivalent
examination in 2022, 2023, or those who are
appearing in the Class 12/equivalent
examination in 2024, are eligible to appear for
JEE (Main) - 2024.

A candidate can attempt JEE (Advanced) a
maximum of two times in two consecutive
years.
